Call to Order — Beverly Kuhn called the meeting to order at 8:05 a.m.
Presentations

Sue Chrysler discussed the Managed Lanes and Signing Project being conducted by the
Texas Transportation Institute. The presentation focused on the pavement markings and
signing needs of Managed Lanes. There was discussion on the potential for this
committee to participate in the project being sponsored by NCHRP that will address
information systems for Managed Lanes.

Clara Fang presented an overview of a proposed project on Information Technology
Systems for Use in Incident Management and Work Zone Safety that the University of
Hartford will be conducting for the Connecticut Department of Transportation. Attached
is an outline of the proposed study. She solicited help from the company in identifying
potential sources of information on best practices in work zones.

The TRB Executive Committee has identified critical issues in transportation and has
requested committee review of these.

Scheduled Committee Activities for 2005

A. NCHRP Synthesis of Highway Practice (Project 20-05) — Call for Topics
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Beverly discussed the potential for the committee to sponsor the conduct of a NCHRP
Synthesis. The deadline for submission is 1/31/05. The format for submitting a
project was distributed and is also attached to the minutes.

C. Update of TRB’s “Critical Issues in Transportation 2002”

Beverly offered to take the first draft of a committee response to the “Critical Issues
in Transportation” authored by the TRB Executive Committee. She would then
circulate it to the committee for review.

D. Committee Rotation

Beverly mentioned that two members of the committee must rotate off. She also
distributed a survey, which is attached, to gauge interest of the committee members
and friends in participating in committee activities. There was also discussion of
possibly reviewing the scope of the committee and outreaching to the transit and
bicycle committees.

E. 17" Biennial Symposium on Visibility and Traffic Control Devices

Beverly urged the committee members to participate in the conference that will be
held in April of 2005 in Washington DC at TRB Headquarters.

F. Mid-Year Meeting

The committee discussed potential locations for holding the mid-year meeting. The
group agreed on having the meeting in conjunction with ITS America in May.

G. TRB paper Review

Gary Thomas will continue as paper review chair for the 2006 annual meeting.
Other Business
A. TRB’s 2005 Human Factors Workshop

There was discussion of the workshop by committee member that had participated.
180-200 people participated in the conference. Next year vendors will be able to
participate in the workshop.

B. Subcommittee Reports

1. The ATIS sub-committee is now a joint sub-committee with the ITS group.
Mohamed Abdel-Aty and Asad Khattak are the co-chairs of the
subcommittee. The sub-committee met on Tuesday January 11". The
subcommittee leadership reported to the committee that there were three
alternatives for its continued operation:

e Stay as a joint subcommittee of the ITS and User Information
Systems Committee
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e Be ajoint subcommittee but with the ITS committee as the primary
e Become a TRB Task Force

There was discussion of the above alternatives by the committee members. It
was the decision of the committee for the subcommittee to remain associated
with the User Information Systems Committee and then become a Task Force
within one year. An agenda on the items that were discussed at the
subcommittee was also distributed.

Subcommittee on Paper Review

A summary of the pool of paper reviewers was distributed. It was noted that
there is a need for additional reviewers.

Subcommittee on Website

The committee members were encouraged to offer feedback on the website
that is being hosted by Louisiana State University and provide that to Brian
Wolshon. The website needs to be migrated over to TRB.

Subcommittee on Visualization in Transportation

This subcommittee has become task force instead of a subcommittee. Michael
Roberts who is the chair of the Task Force reported to the committee on some
of its activities such as Session 229. He encouraged the participants to review
their website at www.trbvis.org.

FOR TOPICS RECOMMENDED FOR NCHRP PROJECT 20-5
Synthesis of Information Related to Highway Problems

TITLE: Preferably ten words or less
SUBMITTED BY: Name and affiliation of submitter

SCOPE: This statement should be brief (i.c., one or two paragraphs), but there is not a
limit on length. However, the write-up for each recommended synthesis topic
must be no more than one page. The scope statement should describe the
problem and identify the parts to be covered by the synthesis. The proposed
research should be able to be accomplished in approximately 400 hours of
professional time. In developing the scope of work, please note that the purpose
of the synthesis series is to report on various practices in the highway area,
making specific recommendations where appropriate but without the detailed
directions usually found in handbooks or design manuals. For each topic, the
project objectives are: (1) to locate and assemble documented information; (2) to
learn what practice has been used for solving or alleviating the problems; (3) to
identify all ongoing research; (4) to learn what problems remain largely

unsolved; and (5) to organize, evaluate, and document the useful information that
is acquired.
